On (or around) this day 
in history…

Since those records began, we’ve had a few games on 19 November (and a couple on the 
dates either side) that we have selected to reflect on our fortunes on this this particular date… 

21 November 2009 

After four games without a victory, Tuffley Rovers produced an emphatic response as they 

hammered home seven goals without response to defeat Patchway Town 7-0 in the 

Gloucestershire County League. 

Warren Mann and Christopher Lee bagged a brace apiece, whilst Richard James, Marcus 

Goodge and an OG rounded off the scoring as the Glevum Park faithful were treated to a 

much improved performance.

20 November 2010 

Tuffley Rovers capitalised on Ellwood’s dismal run of form to record a 3-0 win on the road in 
the Gloucestershire County League.  

Rovers’ hero was Richard James, who netted all three goals for the visiting side. The first was 

from the penalty spot in the 44th minute and after the visitors had been reduced to ten-men, 

James scored twice, in the 66th and 80th minutes, to ensure his side returned to Gloucester 
with all three points, in a return to form after two consecutive defeats.

Longlevens, putting the Glevum Park outfit back on track after consecutive defeats. 
 
A dull opening period, in which very little happened, was followed by a second half that saw 
both sides create numerous opportunities, although most were wasted as Bradley’s goal 
proved decisive. Liam Harding missed a great opportunity for the visitors whilst Ryan Dunn 
and Ryan Hughes missed good chances for the home side.

Tuffley Rovers produced one of the most impressive results of their season, as they returned 
from their journey to seventh placed Highmoor Ibis with all three points, to boost their 
campaign to retain a place in the Hellenic League Premier Division. 
 
Twenty minutes into the game Brett James gave Rovers the lead and he should have 
extended the lead on 55 minutes, before adding his and Tuffley’s second on 72 minutes. Mark 
Ford added the third, ten minutes from time, as Warren Evans’ side ran out comfortable 3-0 
winners.

Nathan Baker opened the scoring for the hosts, on the stroke of half-time, but Samuel Dodoo 
and then Henry Birkett scored in the space of fifteen second-half minutes to give Rovers the 

lead, before a mix-up between Joel White and Kane Winman gifted Graham Edney a late 

equaliser to leave the score at 2-2.
